The deceptions began with the claim that Iraq possessed
weapons of mass destruction and have continued with the the claim that the U.S. transferred sovereignty
to Irag when the U.S. is in full control, the new prime minister is a long-time CIA asset, and the
governing body was chosen by the U.S., not the Iragi people.

3. Ordered and directed the violent overthrow of sovereign states, disappearances,
kidnappings, torture, assassinations, summary executions, and murders. “More than 3000
suspected terrorists have been arrested (by the U.S.) in many countries. And many others have met a
different fate. Let's put it this way. They are no longer a problem ... ” [G.W. Bush, State of the Union
message, February 4, 2003.]

4. Threatened to wage first strike nuclear war against even non-nuclear countries, setting off a new
arms race as non-nuclear nations now seek to develop nuclear arms to deter U.S. aggression or the loss
of their sovereignty.

5. Trashed the Bill of Rights and fundamental freedoms of the American people and others
everywhere by acting to strip U.S. citizens of their constitutional and human rights; ordering indefinite
detentions of citizens and noncitizens; ordering unlawful arrests, raids, and interrogations;
institutionalizing racial profiling and authorizing domestic spying on persons based on their engagement
in noncriminal religious and political activities.
